DROPPING OFF AND 
COLLECTING CHILDREN 
As is usual, for the first few days of 
term, parents dropping off children may 
take a little longer until everyone 
becomes familiar with the routine.

Parents should not park in the road or in 
the Victory Grounds, which is reserved 
for staff.  At the end of the day the 
doors open at 3.25 p.m. and 3.45 p.m. 
and it really only takes 10 minutes to 
clear all the children if parents respect 
the rules, e.g. remain in your vehicle 
until you are opposite the school 
door(s). 
Please be considerate of other parents 
and road users.

In the morning: Parents may choose 
which entrance to use.

Nowton Road users should line up at least 
two abreast, parallel to the hedge, as far 
forward as possible.

To ensure 
children’s safety they are allowed out in 
batches only when ALL the cars have 
stopped.
